EXCUSES

Students that have been tardy or
absent from school are required to
inform the school via email
(preferred) or bring a signed excuse
to the school upon returning. The
email/excuse shall contain the
following:

1. The date and reason of the

absence or tardy.

2. The signature of the parent or
guardian.

Excuses are classified as "Excused”
or “Unexcused” according to the
reason of the absence. The following
reasons are excused absences:

1. Tliness

2. Impassable roads

3. Death in the immediate family
4. Exceptionally urgent reasons

Doctor's excuses may be faxed by
the medical provider, or a hard
copy must be turned into the quid-

ance office.
